Students need to complete a design thesis for
graduation, and they can sit for professional examinations to become Registered Architects after
fulfilling the professional training requirements.

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The curriculum examines architecture and urbanism in a sustainable manner via digital and scientific
methods to design buildings and cities for the global village. With the subject sites based in Hong Kong
and Asia, design projects explore issues of 'sustainability’, 'preparedness and response to natural disas-
ters', 'social responsibility in architecture etc. In addition, the programme consists of four
Professional Practice modules that enable students to understand the roles of contemporary
architects in the aspects of design, management, codes and conduct, etc.
